The G included a i in its Coalition Agreement to tackle
rogue private sector wheel-clampers. Ministers have explored all the options
to find the best possible solution to tackling this problem. As a result, Lynne
Featherstone announced on 17 August the Government's intention to ban
wheel-clamping and towing away on private land.

The Government agrees that it is important to balance the rights of the
motorist to have access to their vehicle, with the rights of landowners tc use
and control access to their property. The ban on clamplng and lorwmg on
private land will not prevent land or vehicle i

from carrying out other forms of parking control, which will remaln legal, for
example, ticketing or using barriers. Where appropriate, we would expect
landowners to use those other types of legal parking control. This has been
the position in Scotland since 1992.

The Government will be extending the power of the police to move cars that
are parked dangerously or obstructively on private land in the same way as
they already have such powers on public roads.

Local have the ibility of g d vehicles
whether on private land or the public highway. These arrangements will
continue. Landowners should report to their local authority any vehicle which
they believe has been abandoned on their land.
